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BEIJING (Agencies): China firmly 
opposes double standards on count-
er-terrorism and stands ready to 
step up cooperation with other coun-
tries and jointly combat all forms of 
terrorism, a Chinese foreign min-
istry spokesperson said on Friday. 
Spokesperson Wang Wenbin made 
the remarks at a daily press briefing 
in response to a question regarding 
evidences of Indian support to terror-

ist forces in some areas of Pakistan 
such as Balochistan province. He said 
that terrorism was the common ene-
my of mankind, adding “China firmly 
opposes double standards on count-
er-terrorism. Such practices will only 
backfire.” “China stands ready to step 
up cooperation with other countries 
and jointly combat all forms of ter-
rorism,” he added. Earlier this week, 
Global Times published a compre-

hensive investigative report, exposing 
Indian support to terrorist forces in 
Balochistan province. Quoting sourc-
es and views of various experts, the 
newspaper reported that while con-
tinually suppressing some of its rivals 
and neighbours in the international 
community with the excuse of an-
ti-terrorism, India has secretly funded 
terrorist forces in Pakistani areas like 
Balochistan province.

JOHANNESBURG (Agencies):  The 
United States is planning to deploy 
nuclear weapons to the UK for the 
first time in 15 years, The Telegraph 
reported Friday, citing Pentagon 
documents. The report comes amid 
heightened tensions between NATO 
and Russia over the Ukraine conflict, 
and calls from some Western politi-
cians to prepare for a potential armed 
clash with Moscow. The British news-
paper cited procurement contracts for 
a new facility at the Royal Air Force 
station at Lakenheath in Suffolk, 
which point to Washington’s intention 
to bring nuclear weapons to the base. 
RAF Lakenheath is expected to house 
B61-12 bombs that are three times 
more powerful than those dropped 
on Hiroshima in 1945, the Telegraph 
said. The US sent F-35 nuclear-capa-
ble fighters to the base last year. Rus-
sian Foreign Ministry spokeswoman 

Maria Zakharova said last year that 
Moscow would be compelled to enact 
“compensatory countermeasures” if 
American nuclear warheads were to 
return to Britain. Russia has accused 
the West of stoking tensions in Eu-
rope and maintains that the eastward 
expansion of NATO is one of the 
root causes of the Ukraine conflict. 
High-ranking European officials, in-
cluding German Defense Minister 
Boris Pistorius, have spoken of the 

need to brace for a potential war 
with Russia. Last week the chair of 
the NATO Military Committee, Ad-
miral Rob Bauer, urged the bloc to be 
“readier across the whole spectrum” 
for direct confrontation. The head of 
Russia’s Foreign Intelligence Service, 
Sergey Naryshkin, dismissed the 
claims that Moscow was planning an 
offensive against NATO as “informa-
tion warfare” aimed at justifying “hy-
brid aggression.”

TOKYO (Agencies): The operator 
of the tsunami-hit nuclear plant in 
Fukushima, TEPCO, has announced 
a delay of several more months 
before launching a test to remove 
melted fuel debris from inside one 
of the reactors. The debris cleanup 
initially was supposed to be start-
ed by 2021, but it has been plagued 
with delays, underscoring the diffi-
culty of recovering from the plant’s 
meltdown after a magnitude 9.0 
quake and tsunami in March 2011. 
The government and TEPCO initial-
ly committed to start removing the 
melted fuel from inside one of the 
three damaged reactors within 10 
years of the disaster. In 2019, the 
government and TEPCO decided to 
start removing melted fuel debris 
by the end of 2021 from the No. 2 
reactor after a remote-controlled 
robot successfully clipped and lifted 

a granule of melted fuel during an 
internal probe. But the coronavirus 
pandemic delayed development of 
the robotic arm, and the plan was 
pushed to 2022. Then, glitches with 
the arm repeatedly have delayed the 
project since then. On Thursday, 
TEPCO officials pushed back the 
planned start from March to Oc-
tober of this year. TEPCO officials 
said that the inside of a planned en-
tryway for the robotic arm is filled 
with deposits believed to be melted 
equipment, cables and other de-
bris from the meltdown, and their 
harder-than-expected removal has 
delayed the plan. TEPCO now is 
considering using a slimmer, tele-
scope-shaped kind of robot to start 
the debris removal. About 880 tons 
of highly radioactive melted nuclear 
fuel remain inside the three dam-
aged reactors.

WASHINGTON (Agencies): The Biden 
administration has approved the sale 
of F-16 fighter jets to Turkiye following 
the Turkish government’s ratification 
this week of Sweden’s membership in 
NATO. The move is a significant devel-
opment in the expansion of the alliance, 
which has taken on additional impor-
tance since Russia’s invasion of Ukraine.
The State Department notified Congress 
of its approval of the $23 billion F-16 sale 
to Turkiye, along with a companion $8.6 
billion sale of advanced F-35 fighter jets 
to Greece, late Friday. The move came 
just hours after Turkiye deposited its 
“instrument of ratification” for Sweden’s 
accession to NATO with Washington, 
which is the repository for alliance doc-
uments and after several key members 
of Congress lifted their objections. The 
sale to Turkiye includes 40 new F-16s 
and equipment to modernize 79 of its 

existing F-16 fleet. The sale to Greece in-
cludes 40 F-35 Lightning II Joint Strike 
Fighters and related equipment. NATO 
ally Turkiye has long sought to upgrade 
its F-16 fleet and had made its ratifica-
tion of Sweden’s membership contin-
gent on the approval of the sale of the 
new planes. The Biden administration 
had supported the sale, but several law-
makers had expressed objections due 
to human rights concerns. Those objec-
tions, including from the chairman and 
ranking member of the Senate Foreign 
Relations Committee, Sens. Ben Cardin, 
D-Md., and Jim Risch, R-Idaho, have 
now been overcome, officials said. Car-
din said in statement Friday that he had 
still had concerns about Turkiye’s rights 
record, but had agreed to the sale based 
on commitments Turkiye has made to 
improve it. “I look forward to beginning 
this new chapter in our relationship with 
Turkiye, expanding the NATO alliance, 
and working with our global allies in 
standing up to ongoing Russian aggres-
sion against its peaceful neighbors,” he 
said.

The initially designed technology 
demonstration spacecraft has trans-
formed into a surveillance helicopter 
supporting a rover, demonstrating the 
feasibility of powered flight in Mars’ 
atmosphere. NASA’s mini-chopper 
has ended its mission on Mars, the 
US space agency declared on Thurs-
day. Despite Ingenuity maintaining an 
upright position and staying in con-
tact with ground controllers, recent 
images transmitted to Earth showed 
damage to its rotor blades from its 
January 18 flight, per NASA’s official 
statement. Permanently grounded 
due to its damaged rotor, the space 
agency has chalked the breakdown 
up to a hard landing, suggesting the 
craft lost control when it broke off 
contact at the end of flight. Initially 
invented as a tech demo with a short-

term goal, the helicopter successfully 
executed 72 flights over its three-year 
span on the red planet. Throughout 
this period, it logged over two hours 
of flight time and traversed a distance 
of 18 kilometers. The mini-helicopter 
landed on Mars on Feb. 18, 2021, with 
NASA’s Perseverance rover. It con-
cluded the first controlled flight on 
Mars a few months later, on April 19. 
Soon after it transitioned to demo-op-
erations, performing aerial surveil-
lance for Perseverance scientists and 
rover controllers.

Though asteroid 2024 BJ will fly just 
220,000 miles from Earth, it poses no 
threat to our planet. An airplane-sized 
asteroid is predicted to sail between 
Earth and the Moon on January 27. 
Asteroid 2024 BJ was detected earli-
er this month, and will come within 
220,000 miles (354,000 kilometers) of 
Earth tomorrow—about 92% of the 
average distance from Earth to the 
Moon. The asteroid, believed to be 
82 feet across (25 meters) was first 
detected on January 17. According to 
one report, the asteroid will fly close 
to the moon at about 9 AM EST before 
it passes Earth three to four hours lat-
er, traveling at 14,200 miles per hour 
(22,850 km/h). It will reach its closest 
point to Earth at 12:30 PM EST, ac-
cording to NASA. And viewing the 
spectacle will be available on a Virtu-
al Telescope Project live feed at 12:15 
PM EST. Asteroid 2024 BJ is an Apollo 
type asteroid which are “near-earth 
asteroids” and make up a majority of 
the meteorites that occasionally fall to 

earth. According to an online map, the 
asteroid’s location at the time of this 
article’s publication was in the constel-
lation of Auriga—about 241,996 miles 
(389,456 kilometers) from Earth. Auri-
ga neighbors Gemini and Taurus and 
is visible in the northern hemisphere 
during the winter months. This chario-
teer is often depicted holding a female 
goat with her kits as well as the reins 
of a chariot. In finding Auriga, using 
the constellation Orion as a guide can 
be helpful—above Orion is Taurus and 
above that is a shape of stars that look 
like a pentagons which is actually Au-
riga.

WASHINGTON (Agencies): The 
state of Texas will continue to de-
fend its portion of the US border 
with Mexico amid a standoff with the 
Biden administration over the use of 
razor wire barriers, Texas Governor 
Greg Abbott said in a statement. 
“Texas will continue to exercise its 
constitutional right to protect and 
defend our southern border,” Ab-
bott said on Friday via social media 
platform X (formerly Twitter). “In 
President Biden’s absence, we will 
hold the line to keep Texans - and 
Americans - safe.” On Monday, the 
US Supreme Court issued a tem-
porary order to allow Border Pa-
trol agents to remove the barriers 
placed by Texas. The following day, 
Department of Homeland Security 

General Counsel Jonathan Meyer 
sent a letter to Texas Attorney Gen-
eral Ken Paxton requesting that the 
state confirm federal access to bor-
der sites by Friday. However, Abbott 
maintains that Texas has a constitu-
tional right to protect the border due 
to the Biden administration’s failure 
to address the record flow of illegal 
immigrants into the United States 
from Mexico. Texas’ border security 
effort, dubbed Operation Lone Star, 
has led to nearly half a million ille-
gal immigrant apprehensions and 
more than 38,700 criminal arrests, 
Abbott’s office said in a statement 
on Friday. Operation Lone Star con-
tinues to fill gaps created by the 
Biden administration’s refusal to se-
cure the border, the statement said.

TEHRAN  (Agencies): Iran and Rus-
sia have signed a new 20-year com-
prehensive cooperation deal, which 
will replace the 10-year-deal signed 
in March 2001. The new agreement, 
called ‘The Treaty on the Basis of 
Mutual Relations and Principles 
of Cooperation between Iran and 
Russia’, was presented to Iran’s Su-
preme Leader, Ali Khamenei, for 
his consideration on 11 December 
2023 and was approved on 18 Jan-
uary 2024. The new deal has been 
expanded not only in duration but 
also in scope and scale, particularly 
in the defense and energy sectors. In 

the energy sector, the new deal gives 
Russia the first right of extraction in 
the Iranian section of the Caspian 
Sea, including the potentially huge 
Chalous field. The wider Caspian 
basins area, including both onshore 
and offshore fields, is conservatively 
estimated to have around 48 billion 
barrels of oil and 292 trillion cubic 
feet (tcf) of natural gas in proven 
and probable reserves. It is worth 
noting that the new deal additional-
ly complements key elements of the 
all-encompassing ‘Iran-China 25-
Year Comprehensive Cooperation 
Agreement’.

Argentina’s Milei to 
visit Israel,  

denounces Hamas

BUENOS AIRES (Agencies):  Ar-
gentina’s new President Javier 
Milei, who has recently embraced 
Orthodox Judaism, said Friday he 
would visit Israel as he condemned 
Hamas’ actions in an address to the 
Jewish community in Buenos Aires. 
“In the coming weeks, I will be trav-
eling to the Holy Land,” Milei said 
in a speech at the Holocaust Muse-
um in Argentina’s capital, evoking 
a “new chapter in the brotherhood 
of our two nations.” He condemned 
as “atrocious and unforgivable,” the 
October 7 attack by Islamist group 
Hamas on Israel which resulted in 
the deaths of some 1,140 people, 
most of them civilians according to 
an AFP tally based on official figures. 
Israel has vowed to crush the mili-
tant group and launched a military 
offensive that the health ministry in 
Hamas-run Gaza says has killed at 
least 26,083 people, about 70 percent 
of them women and children. Milei 
was speaking on the eve of Interna-
tional Holocaust Memorial Day, and 
on the same day the International 
Court of Justice in The Hague ruled 
that Israel must prevent genocide in 
its retaliatory war with Hamas and 
allow aid into Gaza. He urged the lib-
eration of 11 Argentines among the 
more than 100 hostages still held in 
Gaza after being captured during the 
Hamas attack. Self-described anar-
cho-capitalist Milei was raised in a 
Catholic family but has spoken of his 
more recent study of the Torah, the 
book of Jewish scripture. Right after 
his November election, he visited the 
tomb of a revered rabbi in New York, 
a popular spiritual pilgrimage desti-
nation for some Jews.
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PESHAWAR (APP): A request has 
been made to the Finance Divi-
sion, Government of Khyber Pakh-
tunkhwa (KP), for the release of Rs 
5 billion for the provincial budget 
for four months for 36 government 
sector departments, with Rs 900 mil-
lion recommended for the health de-
partment and Rs 600 million for the 
construction of roads. According to 
a letter addressed to the Finance Di-
vision, Government of KP, a detailed 
budget is needed for 36 government 
sector departments, including Rs 500 
million for multi-sectoral develop-
ment, Rs 500 million for the water 

sector, and Rs 350 million for the 
Department of Primary, Secondary, 
and Higher Secondary Education. 
Likewise, Rs 250 million has been 
released for drinking water and sew-
age drainage projects, while it has 
been requested to release Rs 250 
million immediately for energy and 
power. Similarly, it is recommend-
ed to release Rs 350 million for the 
Higher Education Department, Rs 
200 million for Livestock and Dairy 
Development and Urban Develop-
ment, Rs 50 million for sports, Rs 
100 million for agriculture, tourism, 
forests, and local governments, and 

Rs 60.10 million has been requested 
for industries, Rs 55 million for the 
department of interior and tribal af-
fairs, Rs 45 million for relief and re-
habilitation, and Rs 40 million each 
for the Urban Policy Unit, Lion Jus-
tice, and Board of Revenue. The fi-
nance department has been request-
ed to give money immediately to the 
rest of the departments through the 
letter, while it has been demanded to 
release a total of five billion rupees. 
However, the Finance Department 
has not yet given any response re-
garding the proposal of the Planning 
and Development Department.

PESHAWAR (Agencies): The In-
spector General of Police Khyber 
Pakhtunkhwa has directed the Cap-
ital City Police Officer, Regional Po-
lice Officers, SSP Operations and 
all district police officers, to take 
strict action against the display of 

weapons and sharing of pictures 
on social media. In a letter to the 
concerned officers, the IGP said 
that the competent authority has 
banned the display of weapons un-
der section 144 across the province 
to maintain law and order and pub-

lic tranquillity, especially during 
election days. It directed all the 
officers of the police to take strict 
action against violators daily and 
share reports with the operations 
branch as well as the Election Com-
mission of Pakistan.

PESHAWAR (APP): Chairman 
of the Federal Board of Revenue 
(FBR), Malik Amjad Zubair Tiwa-
na here Friday highly praised Paki-
stan Customs Khyber Pakhtunkhwa 
for increasing tax revenue besides 
countering illegal trade and contra-
band goods. Addressing as a chief 
guest in a function organized by 
Pakistan Customs Peshawar in con-
nection with International Customs 
Day, Chairman FBR said the theme 
of this year of the International Cus-
toms Day was “customs engaging 
traditional and new partners with 
purpose”. Malik Amjad Tiwana said 

that the International Day of cus-
toms was a testament to the essen-
tial role customs plays in fostering 
global trade, ensuring financial se-
curity and upholding legitimate eco-
nomic trade in the world. This year’s 
theme highlighted the important 
role of partnership within the cus-
toms community, emphasizing col-
laborative efforts for the progress 
of international trade and ensuring 
enhanced cooperation in the global 
customs arena. Malik Amjad said 
that technological advancement 
has created extra challenges such 
as the menace of money laundering 

and great responsibilities rest on 
Pakistan Customs officials to utilize 
technology effectively for counter-
ing all kinds of smuggling and il-
licit trade besides promoting better 
service delivery and increasing tax 
revenue for Govt kitty. He thanked 
Pakistan Customs Peshawar for or-
ganizing an impressive function in 
connection with International Cus-
toms Day. The smartly turned-out 
contingent presented a salute to 
Chairman FBR Malik Amjad Tiwa-
na who also paid a visit to Yagdgar 
Shuhada at Customs House Pesha-
war where he laid a floral wreath.

PESHAWAR (APP): Highly vulnera-
ble to climate change and desertifi-
cation, Pakistan is being faced with 
looming water crisis due to lack of 
rains and snowfalls besides fast melt-
ing of glaciers putting lives of millions 
people at risk due to emerging food 
security challenges. Being the most 
water stressed country in world due 
to shortage of dams and runner of the 
river (ROR) projects despite plenty of 
suitable sites for construction of water 
reservoirs in northern parts of Khy-
ber Pakhtunkhwa and Gilgit-Baltis-
tan, the country’s water availability 
has been consistently declining due to 
mismanagement of water resources, 
unchecked car washing stations, de-
forestation and climate change. “Pa-
kistan is mostly relying on glaciers for 
its water needs. However, the lack of 
rains and snow falls this year in win-
ter signified the country’s water vul-
nerability that may create food secu-
rity challenges besides energy crisis 
in years ahead if we do not construct 
run of the river dams being cost and 
time efficient”, said Tauheedul Haq, 
former Conservator of Forests while 

talking to APP. Referring to the Na-
tional Water Policy 2018, he said that 
per capita surface water availability 
has declined from 5,260 cubic meter 
per annum in 1951 to a significant 
1000 cubic meters in 2016 and feared 
that this quantity would likely to 
further decrease by about 860 cubic 
meter in next few years if deforesta-
tion and population bulge continued 
and water of rivers were not stored 
through better water management. 
With glaciers retreat, he said more 
glacial lakes would be formed es-
pecially in Chitral and Swat besides 
Gilgit-Baltistan with high chances of 
Glacial Lake Outburst Floods (GOLF) 
as evident at Attabad lake GOLF that 
necessitated more runner of the riv-
er dams in Rivers Swat, Kunhar at 
Kaghan, Naran and Punjokora Dir 
Upper most suited for these kinds 
of hydel projects besides averting 
flash floods. Dr Professor Zilakat 
Malik, former Chairman Economics 
Department, University of Peshawar 
said that climate change,  240.954 
million population bulge and techno-
logical advancement started exerting 

pressure on energy resources in the 
country that was already facing about 
7,000 megawatts (MW) shortfall af-
fecting GDP growth. He said the 
promotion of run-of-the-river (ROR) 
hydroelectricity would be required 
to bridge the widening demand-sup-
ply gap of electricity besides fulfilling 
the pressing demands of affordable 
energy of the consumers increasing 
with each passing day in the wake of 
mushroom growth of IT and agricul-
ture sectors. He said that the energy 
consumption share of industries has 
increased by 28 percent during Ju-
ly-April 2022 from 26.3 percent re-
corded in July-April 2021 while the 
share of the agriculture sector jacked 
up to nine percent from 8.9 percent 
during the same period. The 2022 
devastating floods have adversely af-
fected the country’s agriculture, econ-
omy, livestock, and energy sectors as 
scores of mini micro-hydel stations 
were swept away by the gushing wa-
ter that inflicted over USD 40 billion 
in economic losses to the government 
kitty. “We need to adopt the culture 
of construction of small water res-

ervoirs and ROR projects being cost 
and time-efficient and is very popular 
in developed countries to avert water 
crisis”, he said. Dr Zilakat Malik said 
China had constructed about 98,000 
dams, India 5,324 dams and only 150 
dams by Pakistan. He said despite 
the huge 30,000 MW hydel potential 
of Khyber Pakhtunkhwa, not a single 
dam was constructed in Pakistan af-
ter the Tarbela dam was built on River 
Indus in 1984 with an estimated cost 
of USD1.49 billion. Citing examples 
of ROR dams in the world, he said 
that Canada is generating about USD 
140 million annual revenues from 
Niagara ROR dams attracting over 
one million tourists every year. Sim-
ilarly, Hoover RoR dam on the Colo-
rado River generates about USD 250 
annual revenue for the USA and the 
Three Gorges ROR Dam on Yangtze 
River contributed USD 1.5 billion in 
tourism revenue in 2019 to the econ-
omy of China. Engr Zahoor Hussain, 
Director of Projects Wapda said that 
ROR hydroelectricity is a type of hy-
droelectric generation plant whereby 
little or no water storage is provided 

for electricity generation. He said 
ROR hydroelectricity was considered 
ideal for rivers and streams that could 
sustain a minimum flow or those reg-
ulated by a lake or reservoir upstream. 
He said a small dam was usually built 
to create a head pond ensuring that 
there is enough water entering the 
penstock pipes that lead to the tur-
bines which are at lower elevations. 
Engr Zahoor said ROR was a prime 
source of renewable energy that does 
not produce greenhouse gases and 
can easily be located in remote areas 
where other forms of energy genera-
tion were not feasible besides these 
could be built quickly and required 
less investment than convention-
al dams. He said Chitral, Kohistan, 
Upper Mansehra, Dir, and Swat in 
KP, Northern Punjab, Azad Kashmir, 
and Gilgit Baltistan (GB) rivers were 
most suited for ROR dams. He said 
the Grand Coulee dam at Washing-
ton USA and the Itaipu dam on River 
Parana between Brazil and Paraguay 
were the world’s largest ROR projects 
that generate electricity from the nat-
ural flow of the rivers.

KP govt commitment in banning of e-cigarettes, 
vapes in province highly acclaimed

PESHAWAR (Agencies): With the 
increase in the severity of the cold, 
the infection is becoming viral, and 
so far, 46 children have died of pneu-
monia in three major hospitals in 
the city. Hospital officials told medi-
amen here on Friday that pneumo-
nia was affecting children with low 
immunity, and a total of 46 children 
died of pneumonia in three hospi-
tals in the city, including 20 patients 

each in Lady Reading and Khyber 
Teaching Hospitals and six in Ha-
yatabad Medical Complex. The hos-
pital’s officials said that more than 
700 children affected by pneumonia 
are being brought to OPD on a daily 
basis, and more than capacity chil-
dren are being treated at Lady Read-
ing Hospital. “Most of the affected 
children belong to adjoining areas,” 
the officials confirmed.

PESHAWAR (APP): Khyber Pakh-
tunkhwa (KP) Health Department 
dismissed 12 doctors for absentee-
ism on Friday and issued a separate 
notification in that regard. Accord-
ing to the separate notification, “Six 
female doctors are also among those 
dismissed.” Director General Health 
has declared non-joining duty even 

on the notices of absent doctors.
Those doctors were dismissed from 
the services included Dr Faiza Go-
har, Dr Farah Gul, Dr Jahangir, Dr 
Javidullah, Dr Muhammad Uzair, 
Dr Muhammad Saeed Ilyas, Dr 
Mehreen Akhtar, Dr Kafayat Ali, Dr 
Roheela Gul, Dr Sohail Ahmed, Dr 
Taimur Zeib, Dr Uzmi Ehsan.

PESHAWAR (Agencies): Khyber 
Pakhtunkhwa government’s com-
mitment to banning e-cigarettes and 
vapes in the province has been high-
ly acclaimed, terming the decision as 
very beneficial in the longer run for 
ensuring better public health. The ap-
preciation came from a `Public Health 
Stakeholders Consultation’ organized 
by Blue Veins organization to discuss 
the regulations around e-cigarettes 
and vapes in Khyber Pakhtunkhwa. 
It merits an insertion here that in a 
landmark development, the Khyber 
Pakhtunkhwa government on 16th 
January 2024 issued a notification for 

imposition of Section 144 for 60 days 
on the storage sale and use of e-ciga-
rettes and vapes in the province. In the 
notification, a ban on the sale of e-cig-
arettes and vapes to individuals below 
the age of 21 years was imposed. Sim-
ilarly, the ban is also imposed on the 
sale, storage and use of e-cigarettes 
and vapes within a 50-meter radius 
of all the education institutions in the 
province.

Coming off of a resounding victo-
ry in the New Hampshire prima-
ries, former US President Donald 
Trump is on the road to a second 
presidential showdown against 
the incumbent Joe Biden. Pre-
dictably, Trump soundly defeated 
Nikki Haley in New Hampshire 
on Tuesday, making him the first 
Republican presidential candi-
date to win contests in Iowa and 
New Hampshire since both states 
began leading the election cycle 
back in 1976. For her part, Haley, 
who spent over $30 million in an 
effort to take the Granite State, 
has stubbornly refused to con-
cede defeat, pinning her hopes on 
victory in her home state of South 
Carolina on February 24. Yet the 
former UN ambassador will need 
much more than time and cash 
to bring down the Orange Man, 
whose cult of personality and 
enduring political message has 
proven unshakeable in the face of 
numerous relentless attacks. Bar-
ring some unpredictable event, 
Donald Trump will be the Repub-
lican nominee. Against almost in-
surmountable odds, Trump – who 
is facing 91 felony counts across 
five indictments – has managed 
to corral much of the GOP into 
his MAGA camp while keeping 
the circling wolves at bay. For a 
77-year-old man, this is no small 
physical and mental achievement. 
At the same time, his fiercely loy-
al base is of the opinion that the 
Democrats, ‘hyping up’ the so-
called insurrection of January 
6, 2021, are engaged in the very 
worst form of election interfer-
ence and intimidation ever direct-
ed at a presidential candidate. In 
fact, Trump is the first and only 
former president to be criminally 
charged and many Republicans 
do not view that as an accident. 
What the Democrats learned too 
late, however, is that those attacks 
only served to bolster their oppo-
nent’s credentials. For MAGA ad-
herents, the year 2024 represents 
not just another trip to the ballot 

box but a last-ditch effort to save 
their country, not least on the geo-
political front, where they want to 
see a more isolationist posturing. 
Thus, foreign policy played a cru-
cial part in New Hampshire as the 
neocon faction headed by Nikki 
Haley, who represents the militant 
McConnell-Cheney wing of the 
Republican Party, attempts to stay 
relevant. Much to the delight of 
the defense industry, the presiden-
tial election cycle is happening at 
a precarious moment on the glob-
al stage, where military conflicts 
– complete with the participation 
of nuclear powers – are raging in 
both the Middle East and Eastern 
Europe. Many Republicans can-
not imagine Haley anywhere near 
the levers of power at such a dan-
gerous juncture. At least Trump 
can say that he kept America out 
of new military conflicts during 
his four years as president, a rare 
feat by modern US standards. On 
the question of national defense, 
it’s also necessary to mention 
Trump’s arch-nemesis, US Pres-
ident Joe Biden, who secured a 
write-in victory in New Hamp-
shire. Undoubtedly, the greatest 
point of contention between the 
MAGA camp and the US leader 
is the situation on the US-Mexi-
co border, where every year mil-
lions of illegal immigrants pour 

into the country at great expense 
to both safety and financial re-
sources. This month, Texas Gov-
ernor Greg Abbott attempted to 
halt the madness by installing 
barbed-wire fencing along the Rio 
Grande. Those efforts were quick-
ly dashed by the Supreme Court, 
which is supposedly weighed in 
favor of the Republicans. Here is 
what Trump had in mind when he 
uttered on the campaign trail that 
he would be “dictator for a day” 
if elected president. Just like Joe 
Biden became a veritable Caesar 
on his first day in office, signing 
off on dozens of executive orders 
without congressional oversight, 
Trump, if given the opportuni-
ty, will swiftly reverse those very 
same orders as the back-and-
forth power struggle in Washing-
ton, DC continues unabated. But 
does America really need a ‘dic-
tator’ in office every four years? 
And then there’s the economy, 
which the Biden administration 
deliberately throttled by remov-
ing the country’s best chance at 
achieving energy independence 
in one fell swoop. One of Biden’s 
first decisions as president was to 
halt construction of the Keystone 
XL pipeline, the signature deal 
of Trump’s four years in office. 
Allowing an uninterrupted flow 
of oil from Canada would have 
greatly stabilized the US econo-
my, while helping to reduce the 
need for America’s heavy mili-
tary presence in the Middle East, 
something the defense lobbyists 
would never agree to. For the 
Democrats, however, they be-
lieve the tradeoff is worth it if it 
means saving the planet from the 
scourge of climate change. With 
these and many more pressing is-
sues on the table, perhaps the big-
gest question confronting the US 
as it heads into the final stages of 
the presidential election is wheth-
er the country can keep it together 
before November 4.

BOUREWALA (Agencies): A man 
was axed to death at the funnel rit-
uals of his grandmother by unquan-
tified persons here Friday. The vic-
tim, namely Mohammad Sarfaraz 
Vaseer, reached out to the rituals 
of the deceased lady in suburban 
village 48/K when the unidentified 
number of the accused approached 
suddenly. They killed the person in 
a cold-blooded manner amid rituals 
performed and fled from the scene, 
said the sources. The murder inci-
dent was reported to the local Fate-
hpur police station, and the officials 
rushed and shifted the body to THQ 
Hospital for an autopsy. The police 
have registered a case before start-
ing a formal inquiry into the heinous 
incident. Apparently, it was not sur-
faced as a reason for the crime be-
fore the police, the sources added.

SARGODHA (Agencies): Prepara-
tions for upcoming General Election 
2024 have been finalised in Kundian 
and two lists for PP-88 and four lists 
for NA-90 for polling stations and 
polling booths have been formed 
in this regard. A spokesman for the

The spokesman 
said that for NA-90 constituency, 72 
polling stations for male voters and 
634 polling booths have been estab-
lished, whereas 72 polling stations 
and 563 polling booths have been 
set up for female voters. 

FAISALABAD (APP): A young man 
was shot dead by unidentified daco-
its in Saddar police limits on Friday.

The Attock district, with 1349,040 
voters, will elect representatives for 
2 seats in the National Assembly 
and 5 seats in the Punjab Assembly. 
For NA-49 Attock-I, 14 candidates 
are contesting, and 20 candidates 
are competing for NA-50 Attock-II. 
Similarly, there are 16 candidates 
for PP1 Attock, 17 for PP2 Attock-II, 
15 for PP3 Attock-III, 17 for PP4 At-
tock IV, and 14 for PP5 Attock-V. In 
the Murree district, 295,163 voters 
will elect representatives for one 
constituency in the National Assem-
bly and two constituencies in the  
Provincial Assembly. For NA-51 
Murree, 27 candidates are in con-
tention, and there are 32 candidates 
for PP6 Murree and 23 for PP7 Ka-
huta.

ISLAMABAD (APP): The people of 
Pakistan have consistently reject-
ed those engaging in negative pol-
itics, said the nominated candidate 
of Pakistan Muslim League (N) for 
National Assembly constituency NA-
51, Raja Osama Ashfaq.

General Secretary 
Sarwary Rafique Handicraft School, 
Muhammad Arshad Qasmi and oth-
ers also spoke.

RAWALPINDI (Agencies): Anti-Nar-
cotics Force (ANF) in an operation 
managed to recover huge quanti-
ty of weapons and other items, an 
ANF spokesman said here on Friday. 
He informed that a large number 
of weapons were recovered during 
a targeted operation conducted 
against drug trafficking. The opera-
tion was conducted in Padizar area 
of Gwadar’s coastal belt.

Furthermore, 
the program targets a 3 percent 
contribution of the biotechnology 
sector to the non-oil gross domestic 
product by 2040, with a cumulative 
impact of SR130 billion ($34.66 bil-

lion), in addition to providing thou-
sands of high-quality opportuni-
ties and jobs.  These initiatives are 
aligned with the Kingdom’s Vision 
2030 objectives.  “Localization and 
biomanufacturing play a vital role 
in driving the strategy forward, as 
Saudi Arabia aims to establish itself 
as the primary biotechnology hub in 
the MENA (Middle East and North 
Africa) region,” said the SPA report, 
adding: “Developing advanced bio-
pharma manufacturing capabilities 
and establishing a cutting-edge lo-
cal end-to-end bio-manufacturing 
platform are crucial steps.”

PARIS (Agencies):  Apple has an-
nounced major changes to its ser-
vices in Europe that will allow iP-
hone users to download alternative 
app stores for the first time, as the 
US tech giant yields to new Euro-
pean Union antitrust regulations. 
The overhaul, which will take place 
in March when the EU’s sweep-
ing Digital Markets Act comes into 
force, will curtail the dominance of 
the App Store, which has been a 
mainstay of the iPhone since 2008. 
Users will for the first time be able 
to download software from outside 

the App Store and they will be given 
new options to process payments. 
Other changes include giving users 
the option to download an alterna-
tive web browser when they first 
open Safari in the latest version 

of the iOS operating system. Until 
now, users had to go into the set-
tings to change the default brows-
er. In its announcement yesterday, 
Apple said the Digital Markets Act 
has created “privacy and security 
risks” and that the company is in-
stalling safeguards to reduce them. 
Apple said the new options for pro-
cessing payments and downloading 
apps “open new avenues for mal-
ware, fraud and scams, illicit and 
harmful content”. “Even with these 
safeguards in place, many risks re-
main,” it said.

SAN FRANCISCO (Agencies):  
Salesforce is laying off about 700 
employees, or roughly 1% of its 
global workforce, the Wall Street 
Journal reported today, in the latest 
round of job cuts to hit the tech in-
dustry. However, the report added 
that Salesforce still has 1,000 jobs 
open across the company, implying 
that the move could be more of a 
routine adjusting of the company’s 
workforce, the report said, citing a 
source. The job cuts follow a wave 
of US tech layoffs after the industry 

hired heavily during the pandemic, 
including among behemoths such 
as Amazon and Google. Salesforce 
did not respond to a Reuters request 
for comment on the report. Earlier 
this week, eBay announced it would 

cut about 1,000 roles, or an esti-
mated 9% of its current workforce, 
while Microsoft said it would let go 
of 1,900 employees at Activision 
Blizzard and Xbox. Salesforce has 
already trimmed its workforce last 
year, when it cut jobs by 10% and 
closed some offices, after rapid pan-
demic hiring left it with a bloated 
workforce. The workforce trimming 
helped the company’s earnings, 
leading it to report a rise in second 
and third-quarter revenue and rais-
ing its annual profit forecast.

DUBAI (Agencies):  As cranes speck-
le the Dubai skyline and ultra-luxury 
homes change hands at record pric-
es, signs that the city-state’s property 
boom is fizzling out are coming into 
view. Developers, investors and bro-
kers are privately asking how quick-
ly one of last year’s hottest real estate 
markets could turn and whether a 
painful correction akin to the slump 
that rocked the emirate in 2008 can 
be ruled out. Since then Dubai has 
pursued an economic reboot an-

chored on what it hopes is sustain-
able growth, including a 10-year plan 
known as D33, to double output and 
become one of the world’s top four 
financial centres. Still, the real-estate 

industry remains a key barometer of 
its success, accounting for 8.9% of 
the economy. “Dubai’s vulnerability 
to correction lies in its dependence 
on foreign capital, particularly from 
China and Russia,” Ronan Hannan, 
principal at consultancy Proven 
Partners, told Reuters. Massive in-
frastructure spending, generous in-
come tax policies and an ‘open-door’ 
approach to immigration reinforced 
after the pandemic have attracted 
thousands of foreigners.

BEIJING (Agencies):  China has grant-
ed more than 100 new video game li-
cences in January, regulators said Fri-
day, the highest number of monthly 
approvals since Beijing lifted a freeze 
imposed during a sweeping state crack-
down on the sector. The world’s second 
largest economy is also one of its big-
gest markets for video games, worth 
some US$42.2 billion, according to 
official figures. Beijing moved against 
the sector in 2021 as part of a sprawl-
ing crackdown on Big Tech, placing a 

strict cap on the amount of time chil-
dren could spend playing online. But 
an end to a freeze in gaming licences in 
2022 raised hopes that the worst might 
be over. In January, 115 video games 

were given the green light, the National 
Press and Publication Administration 
said Friday — the second-highest num-
ber since July 2022, when 135 licences 
were issued.But the sector is still reel-
ing from a law proposed in December 
aimed at limiting online game purchas-
es and preventing addictive behaviour 
that wiped tens of billions of dollars 
from the industry. The text proposed by 
the authorities is this month no longer 
accessible on the regulator’s website — 
suggesting it may have been dropped.

HOUSTON (Agencies):  Oil prices 
eased on Friday after rising to their 
highest since December in the pre-
vious session, but were set for their 
biggest weekly gain since October 
as positive US economic growth and 
signs of Chinese stimulus boosted 
fuel demand sentiment, according 
to Reuters. Brent crude futures were 
down 38 cents, or 0.46 percent, to 
$82.05 a barrel by 7:45 a.m. Saudi 
time. US West Texas Intermediate 
crude fell 50 cents, or 0.65 percent, 

to $76.86. The Brent benchmark 
was set to close 4.5 percent higher 
for the week, while the US bench-
mark was set to rise 4.8 percent. 

Both were on track for their second 
straight week of gains and the big-
gest weekly increase since the week 
ending Oct. 13 after the start of the 
Israel-Hamas conflict in Gaza. Pric-
es slipped somewhat on Friday on 
signs that oil supply disruptions in 
the Red Sea may ease as China is 
pressuring Iran to curb attacks on 
shipping in the waters off Yemen by 
the Iran-aligned Houthi militia that 
the group started in retaliation to Is-
rael’s Gaza attacks.

WASHINGTON (Agencies):   A top US 
antitrust regulator on Thursday said it 
was probing investments made by Mic-
rosoft, Google and Amazon into genera-
tive AI startups OpenAI and Anthropic. 
The move is part of efforts by authorities 
to make sure regulatory oversight can 
keep up with developments in artificial 
intelligence and stop major players shut-
ting out competitors in a field promising 
upheaval in multiple sectors. “Our study 
will shed light on whether investments 

and partnerships pursued by dominant 
companies risk distorting innovation 
and undermining fair competition,” said 
Lina Khan, head of the Federal Trade 
Commission (FTC), in a statement. One 
major concern is that generative AI, 

which allows for human-level content to 
be produced by software in just seconds, 
requires a massive amount of comput-
ing power, something that big tech com-
panies are almost uniquely capable of 
delivering. Amazon — through its Ama-
zon Web Services (AWS) arm — Micro-
soft and Google are the world’s biggest 
providers of cloud-based data centers, 
which store and process data on a vast 
scale, in addition to being some of the 
world’s richest companies.

CHELTENHAM (Agencies): Superd-
ry Plc reported widening losses after 
Christmas sales failed to revive per-
formance at the struggling fashion 
retailer. The British brand, known 
for its logo T-shirts and bright co-
lours, said mild weather and heavy 
discounting in the sector hit sales. 
Superdry, which also announced the 
departure of its chief financial offi-
cer, already said in September that 
it expects no revenue growth in the 
current year. The stock, which had 
fallen 89% in a year, rose 2.5% in ear-
ly trading after the retailer avoided 
another downgrade. The company 
issued a profit warning last month, 
saying that performance was “signifi-

cantly below” management expecta-
tions after a mild autumn and a late 
start to its end-of-season summer 
sale. Superdry is said to have hired 
advisers at PricewaterhouseCoopers 
to seek out debt-raising options. The 
business already has expensive bor-
rowing from lenders of last resort in-
cluding Bantry Bay Capital and Hilco 
Capital Ltd.

BEIJING (Agencies): China will offer 
more bailout loans for its struggling 
real estate sector with the first funds 
expected to become available in the 
coming days, its housing ministry 
said today, in the latest move to help 
kickstart stuttering growth. Troubles 
in the property industry have been 
one of the main headwinds facing 
the world’s second-largest economy, 
with a government clampdown on 
excessive borrowing in 2020 leaving 
several developers grappling with 
massive debt and flagging demand. 
“In view of the current financing dif-
ficulties of some real estate projects,” 
the official newspaper of Beijing’s 

housing ministry quoted officials 
as saying, local governments would 
“propose a list of real estate projects 
that can be given financing support”. 
“It is understood that loans will be 
available for the first batch of project 
lists before the end of the month,” it 
added. A national body will be set up 
to oversee the loans, the report said.

RIYADH (Agencies): Saudi Arabia’s 
Public Investment Fund has com-
pleted the pricing of a bond offering 
worth $5 billion. The offering was 
more than five times oversubscribed, 
with order books reaching $27 bil-
lion, it announced in a statement. It 
comprises three tranches – one val-
ued at $1.75bn with 5-year coupon 
maturing in 2029, another for the 
same amount with a 10-year cou-
pon, and the final valued at $1.5bn 
over a 30-year period. Fahad Al-
Saif, head of PIF’s Global Capital 
Finance Division, said: “Continued 
strong demand from international 
institutional investors is testament 

to the ongoing success of PIF’s me-
dium-term capital raising strategy.  
“It is also reflective of PIF’s strong 
credit profile and financial strength, 
highlighting its role as one of the key 
drivers of Saudi Arabia’s econom-
ic transformation and as one of the 
largest and most impactful sovereign 
wealth funds globally.”

CAIRO (Agencies): The volume of 
commercial traffic passing through 
the Suez Canal has fallen more than 
40% in the last two months after at-
tacks by Yemen’s Houthi rebels, ac-
cording to the United Nations, rais-
ing concerns for global trade. The 
Iran-backed Houthis say they are 
targeting what they consider Israe-
li-linked commercial and military 
shipping in the region in solidarity 
with Palestinians in Gaza, pushing 
some cargo carriers to take longer 
and more expensive routes to avoid 
attack. “We are very concerned that 

the attacks on Red Sea shipping are 
adding tensions to global trade, ex-
acerbating (existing) trade disrup-
tions due to geopolitics and climate 
change,” UN Conference on Trade 
and Development (UNCTAD) head 
Jan Hoffman told reporters Thurs-
day. According to the UNCTAD, 
ships diverting from the Red Sea — 
sailing instead around South Africa’s 
Cape of Good Hope — has led to a 
42% drop in transit through the Suez 
Canal in the last two months. The 
Suez Canal, in Egypt, connects the 
Mediterranean Sea with the Red Sea.

HONG KONG (Agencies): Global 
growth is set to stay resilient this 
year and only pick up pace a bit in 
2025, according to a Reuters poll of 
economists, a stable outlook at odds 
with still-relatively aggressive inter-
est rate cut bets in financial markets. 
Growth among leading economies 
is not forecast to be consistent, with 
relative strength in the US and India, 
and sluggishness expected from the 
Eurozone, as well as No 2 economy 
China. Economists more broadly are 

optimistic, however, there will not be 
a resurgence in inflation now most 
central banks have got price pres-
sures down close to where they want 
them. The Jan 3-25 Reuters polls cov-
ering 48 economies showed econo-
mists forecasting global growth at 
an average 2.6% in 2024: not boom 
times, but not recession either. This 
year’s view is only slightly weaker 
than an expected 3.0% rate for 2023 
despite a rapid series of central bank 
rate hikes.

SINGAPORE (Agencies): Singapore’s 
central bank will likely keep its tight 
monetary policy settings for a third 
straight review while retaining its 
sharp focus on still-elevated infla-
tion. All 19 economists surveyed by 
Bloomberg expect the Monetary Au-
thority of Singapore, which uses the 
exchange rate rather than interest 
rates to stabilise prices, to maintain 
its overall policy settings on Jan 29. 
The central bank tightened five times 
since October 2021 before opting to 
pause in 2023. The Monetary Authori-
ty of Singapore is expected to keep its 
statement relatively unchanged at the 

first of its four-times-a-year decision, 
according to nine of 13 economists 
who responded to the question. Three, 
including Bank of America Corp. and 
Barclays Plc, expect the tone to be 
hawkish while Oxford Economics was 
alone in predicting a dovish tilt. This 
will be the first policy statement under 
new managing director Chia Der Jiun 
and since the Monetary Authority of 
Singapore shifted to a quarterly sched-
ule from biannual reviews previously. 
The Bloomberg survey was conducted 
before the city-state reported on Tues-
day that core inflation quickened to 
3.3% in December.

Riyadh (Agencies): Formula E may 
be only in its 10th year, but it is no 
longer motorsport’s new kid on the 
block. Ahead of the Diriyah E-Prix 
double-header of night races, For-
mula E CEO Jeff Dodds told Arab 
News that the all-electric series was 
set to grow even more in the com-
ing years, having already amassed 
a global following of 350 million 
fans. The action in north Riyadh 
represents rounds two and three of 
Season 10, the second in which the 
Gen3 car will be employed on the 
track. The novelty of the fastest and 
most efficient Formula E car yet saw 
a significant number of podium win-

ners last season. Dodds said: “I think 
we had eight different winners last 
season, which was pretty incredible. 
So, I wouldn’t be surprised to see as 
many different winners this season. 
“What we saw in the first race in 
Mexico, is that the performances are 
getting closer together, the different 

teams are working out how to opti-
mize the performance of the Gen3 
car. I think in qualification there was 
a 10th of a second between the top 
four qualifiers. “So tiny, tiny mar-
gins here. Clearly, we love the rac-
ing to be competitive. I expect the 
racing to be competitive. They’re 
beginning to work out the Gen3 a 
bit better in the second season. “The 
challenge will be, from next season, 
we’re into Gen3.5, because we have 
the evolutionary change of the car. I 
think we’ll see much tighter racing 
this season, but I also think we’ll 
still see a number of different win-
ners,” he added.

DIRIYAH (Agencies): Street-circuit 
specialist Edo Mortara has praised Di-
riyah’s course as “one of my favorite 
racing tracks of the entire Formula E 
season” ahead of this weekend’s races, 
and loves the beauty of the At-Turaif 
UNESCO World Heritage Site setting. 
The 37-year-old Mahindra Racing driv-
er is relishing the next stage of the ABB 
FIA Formula E World Championship 
in Diriyah on Friday and Saturday, af-
ter the opening race of the season in 
Mexico two weeks ago. With Diriyah 
a doubleheader, and both races taking 
place at night, Mortara feels the Riyadh 
street circuit is the ideal location to 
shine. “Diriyah is a very special racing 

track,” he said. “I am kind of consid-
ered a street-course specialist because 
I’ve won many times in Macau and 
other street-racing courses, and I ac-
tually feel that Diriyah is quite similar. 
This is why I like it so much. “Here, you 
need to have a nice flow through the 
corners. And it’s also very important in 

a street-racing course to be extremely 
precise, to go very close to the walls. 
I think that for racing drivers here it’s 
extremely demanding, it’s very chal-
lenging, but I like it.” The track flows 
past Diriyah’s 15th century At-Turaif 
UNESCO World Heritage Site, which 
showcases Saudi Arabia’s cultural her-
itage. “I like actually to see the various 
historical sites that we have here, and 
I did visit them when I came on Tues-
day. I also visited them last year, and it’s 
always a pleasure to be here racing in 
such a historical site. It’s lovely. Obvi-
ously when we are getting closer to the 
race weekend, then we need to be more 
focused on the racing.”

MELBOURNE (Agencies): Jannik 
Sinner has upset Novak Djokovic to 
reach the Australian Open men’s final, 
ending the 10-time champion’s career 
unbeaten semifinal streak at Mel-
bourne Park. The 22-year-old Italian 
broke Djokovic’s serve twice in each 
of the first two sets but missed a match 
point in the third set of a 6-1, 6-2, 6-7 
(6), 6-3 victory Friday that earned him 
a place in a Grand Slam singles final 
for the first time. On his second match 
point, 55 minutes later, he made no 
mistake and completed his third win 
in four head-to-head encounters since 
a straight-set loss to Djokovic in last 
year’s Wimbledon semifinals. “It’s al-
ways nice to have this kind of player 

who you can learn from,” Sinner said 
in his on-court TV interview. “I lost 
last year in the semifinals in Wimble-
don and I learned a lot from that. The 
confidence from the end of last year 
has for sure kept the belief that I can 
play the best players in the world.” The 
youngest player to reach the men’s fi-
nal in Australia since Djokovic’s first 

title in 2008, Sinner will play either 
third-seeded Daniil Medvedev or No. 
6 Alexander Zverev for the champi-
onship on Sunday. Djokovic’s bid for 
a record-extending 11th Australian 
and 25th major title overall will have 
to wait. He hadn’t lost a match at Mel-
bourne Park since 2018 and was on a 
33-match winning streak at the sea-
son’s first major. Every previous time 
he’d won a quarterfinal in Australia, 
Djokovic had gone on to win the hard-
court title. “He’s deservedly in the fi-
nals. He outplayed me completely,” 
Djokovic said. “Look, I was, in a way, 
shocked with my level – in a bad way. 
There was not much I was doing right 
in the first two sets.

DIRIYAH (Agencies): Pascal Wehrlein 
of TAG Heuer Porsche has described 
his successes in Riyadh last season 
as “special,” but insists there are no 
guarantees for this year’s events in 
the ABB FIA World Formula E World 
Championship. The 29-year-old Ger-
man driver made the perfect start to 
season 10 of the all-electric racing 
competition with a win at Mexico’s 
Autodromo Hermanos Rodriguez 
two weeks ago. Having led for 30 of 
the 37 laps, the fifth victory of his 
Formula E career propels Wehrlein 
— who finished fourth overall last 
campaign — into a good position for 

this year’s doubleheader in Riyadh on 
Friday and Saturday. Aiming for a re-
peat of last season’s double triumph, 
Wehrlein said: “Last year was pretty 
special, especially the first day. I was 
starting the race from P9 (position 
nine) and you’re always hoping for 

a win and you always try your best, 
but I think it was pretty special to win 
the race from P9. Wehrlein admitted 
that the wins were unexpected as the 
team had not looked strong during 
the winter training, and were not in 
the top 10 over three days of testing 
in Valencia. “Winning the races in 
Riyadh was great,” he said. “I would 
say the second day win was a bit more 
expected because we started from P5, 
and I knew from the day before that 
if I could win from P9 then I could do 
the same in the second race from P5 
if everything went well. And it did, so 
that was a nice feeling.

LOS ANGELES (Agencies): LeBron 
James joined yet another exclusive 
club, and he’ll have plenty of familiar 
faces alongside him at the NBA All-
Star Game. James is an All-Star — 
and an All-Star starter — for the 20th 
time, with the league unveiling the 
results of this season’s starter ballot-
ing on Thursday night. James is the 
first 20-time All-Star in NBA history. 
Kareem Abdul-Jabbar, whose career 
scoring record was broken by James 
last season, was a 19-time selection. 
The game is Feb. 18 in Indianapolis. 
Joining James in the Western Con-

ference starting lineup: Phoenix’s 
Kevin Durant, Denver’s Nikola Jokic, 
Dallas’ Luka Doncic and Oklahoma 
City’s Shai Gilgeous-Alexander, the 
league’s leader in 30-point games this 
season who edged perennial All-Star 

starter Stephen Curry of Golden State 
for the final West backcourt spot. Du-
rant is a 14-time selection, one of only 
11 players in NBA history to be picked 
that many times. In the Eastern Con-
ference, Milwaukee’s Giannis Ante-
tokounmpo will be joined by Boston’s 
Jayson Tatum and Philadelphia’s Joel 
Embiid — the reigning NBA MVP, 
two-time defending scoring champi-
on and current NBA scoring leader 
— in the frontcourt. Tatum set an All-
Star Game record last season, scoring 
55 points in Salt Lake City on the way 
to MVP honors.

SAN DIEGO (Agencies): Stephan 
Jaeger of Germany made a 35-foot 
eagle putt on his final hole for an 
8-under 64 and a one-shot lead over 
Nicolai Hojgaard of Denmark after 
the second round of the Farmers 
Insurance Open at Torrey Pines on 
Thursday. Jaeger was at 12 under 
halfway through the tournament 
on the blufftop layout overlooking 
the Pacific Ocean. He started on 

the back nine of the easier North 
Course and leapfrogged Hojgaard 
with his eagle on the par-5 ninth 
to sit atop a crowded leaderboard. 

“Finishing like that, yeah, it was 
exciting,” said Jaeger, who birdied 
five of his first eight holes and had 
just one bogey. He said he hit a good 
drive into the wind on his closing 
hole and then tugged his approach 
shot a bit. “I wanted it to kind of go 
middle of the green and I went right 
at it. It ended up landing just short 
of the pin and scooting kind of back 
fringe,” he said.

Saudi Arabia’s Al-Ahli set for inaugural Dubai

Manager Juergen Klopp has decided 
to leave Liverpool at the end of the sea-
son, the Premier League club said on 
Friday. Klopp, who led Liverpool into 
the final of the League Cup on Wednes-
day, had informed the club’s hierarchy 
that he would end his eight-and-a-half 
years at Anfield at the end of the cur-
rent campaign. Assistant managers 
Pepijn Lijnders and Peter Krawietz are 
also leaving the club at the same time, 
Liverpool said. “It is that I am, how can 
I say it, running out of energy,” Klopp, 
56, said on Liverpool’s website. “I can 
understand that it’s a shock for a lot of 
people in this moment, when you hear 
it for the first time, but obviously I can 
explain it – or at least try to explain it. 

“I love absolutely everything about this 
club, I love everything about the city, I 
love everything about our supporters, 
I love the team, I love the staff. “I love 
everything. But that I still take this de-
cision shows you that I am convinced 
it is the one I have to take. “I have no 
problem now, obviously, I knew it al-
ready for longer that I will have to an-
nounce it at one point, but I am abso-
lutely fine now.

RIYADH (Agencies): Lionel Messi and 
his Inter Miami teammates have land-
ed in Saudi Arabia ahead of matchups 
against Al-Nassr and Al-Hilal in the Ri-
yadh Season Cup. Images of the Major 
League Soccer side arriving in Riyadh 
appeared on social media early on Fri-
day, with the club sharing a short vid-
eo of the team being welcomed with 
flowers and Arab coffee at King Khalid 
International Airport. Miami will play 
Hilal on Monday and Nassr on Thurs-
day, a match being dubbed as “The Last 
Dance,” a nod to the enduring rivalry 
between Messi and Cristiano Ronaldo. 
Messi, who joined Inter in June, is one 
of the most decorated footballers in 
the sport. He led his side to World Cup 

victory in 2022 and recently scored his 
100th goal for Argentina, his 800th 
overall. Miami are on a global presea-
son tour ahead of their first match of 
the MLS season on Feb. 21 against Salt 
Lake City. On Jan. 19, Nassr medical 
staff said Ronaldo would be out for two 
weeks due to a hamstring injury. Sub-
sequently, a pair of Nassr fixtures in 
China were postponed.

DUBAI (Agencies): The inaugural edi-
tion of the Dubai Challenge Cup 2024 
kicking off on Friday night would con-
tinue to feature some of the best teams 
in the world in years to come, the or-
ganizers said on Thursday. This year’s 
tournament has Saudi Arabia’s Al-Ahli, 
Morocco’s Raja Casablanca, China’s 
Wuhan Three Towns, and Egypt’s Za-
malek SC taking part at Al-Maktoum 
Stadium. A collaboration between the 
Dubai Department of Economy and 
Tourism, the Dubai Sports Council, and 
Gallop Global, the event will run until 
Jan. 28. Friday’s opening match pits 
14-time Egyptian champions Zamalek 
against Raja, the three-time African 
Champions and eight-time winners of 
the Moroccan Cup, while the following 
evening will see Al-Ahli take on Wuhan. 
Sunday will start with a third-place 

play-off at 4 p.m. (UAE time) followed 
by the final at 8 p.m. In his address at 
the pre-tournament news conference 
on Thursday, which had former Liver-
pool star and current Al-Ahli forward 
Roberto Firmino among the attend-
ees, Saeed Hareb, secretary-general of 
the Dubai Sports Council, remarked:

India to deliver BrahMos missiles  
to Philippines

Vince McMahon has resigned from 
his role as executive chairman of 
TKO, the parent company of WWE, 
following disturbing allegations 
of sexual assault, trafficking and 
physical abuse. The allegations 
came to light in a lawsuit filed by a 
former WWE staffer, Janel Grant, 
who worked at the headquarters of 
the wrestling behemoth McMahon 
founded. McMahon has denied the 
allegations, and said he is prepared 
to defend himself in court. But, in 
a statement Friday, McMahon said 
that he has resigned. “Out of re-
spect for the WWE Universe, the 
extraordinary TKO business and its 
board members and shareholders, 
partners and constituents, and all of 
the employees and Superstars who 
helped make WWE into the global 
leader it is today, I have decided to 
resign from my executive chairman-
ship and the TKO board of directors, 
effective immediately,” McMahon 
said in a statement. Reports that 
McMahon had paid out settlements 
to multiple women while serv-
ing as WWE’s CEO and chairman 

have been circulating since at least 
2022, but the lawsuit, filed by Grant 
Thursday, sheds new light on the ex-
tent of McMahon’s alleged miscon-
duct. In the lawsuit, Grant alleged 
that McMahon dangled a job offer at 
WWE – and later promotions – in ex-
change for sex. Grant’s lawsuit also 
alleges that McMahon trafficked her 
to other men inside and outside the 
company, including John Laurinai-
tus, who worked in the company’s 
talent relations department and is 
also named as a defendant in the 
suit. McMahon engaged in acts of 
“extreme cruelty and degradation” 
toward Grant during her time at 
WWE, the lawsuit alleged.

Astronomers using the Hubble Space 
Telescope have detected water mol-
ecules in the atmosphere of a small, 
blazing-hot exoplanet 97 light-years 
from Earth. The planet, named GJ 
9827d, is about twice Earth’s diam-
eter, and it’s the smallest exoplanet 
found to have water vapor in its at-
mosphere, according to a new study. 
Water is essential for life as we know 
it, but the planet is unlikely to host 
any type of life due to searing tem-
peratures that would turn a water-rich 
atmosphere into scorching steam. The 
astronomers have yet to uncover the 
true nature of this unusual world’s 
atmosphere, but the revelation paves 
the way for further investigation as 
they seek to understand the origins of 
planets beyond our solar system. The 
findings appeared in a report pub-
lished Thursday in The Astrophysical 
Journal Letters. “Water on a planet 
this small is a landmark discovery,” 
said study coauthor Laura Kreidberg, 
managing director of the atmospher-
ic physics of exoplanets department 
at the Max Planck Institute for As-

tronomy in Heidelberg, Germany, in 
a statement. “It pushes closer than 
ever to characterizing truly Earth-
like worlds.” Yet the planet reaches 
temperatures of 800 degrees Fahren-
heit (427 degrees Celsius), making it 
a steamy, inhospitable world that’s 
as hot as Venus. “This would be the 
first time that we can directly show 
through an atmospheric detection, 
that these planets with water-rich at-
mospheres can actually exist around 
other stars,” said study coauthor Björn 
Benneke, professor at the University 
of Montreal’s Trottier Institute for Re-
search on Exoplanets, in a statement. 
“This is an important step toward de-
termining the prevalence and diversi-
ty of atmospheres on rocky planets.”

JOHANNESBURG (Agencies):  
South Africa on Friday hailed a rul-
ing by the United Nations’ top court 
that Israel should do everything it 
can to prevent any acts of genocide 
in Gaza. The International Court of 
Justice (ICJ) in The Hague handed 
down its verdict in a landmark case 
brought by Pretoria also ordering 
Israel to allow humanitarian access 
to the Palestinian territory. “Today 
marks a decisive victory for the inter-
national rule of law and a significant 
milestone in the search for justice for 
the Palestinian people,” South Afri-
ca’s ministry of foreign affairs said. 
“The decision is a momentous one,” 
it added, thanking the court for its 
“swift ruling”. South Africa has ac-
cused Israel of breaching the 1948 
UN Genocide Convention — set up in 
the aftermath of World War II and the 

Holocaust — during its military cam-
paign in Gaza, sparked by the Octo-
ber 7 attacks by Hamas. The court 
did not pass judgement on whether 
or not Israel is actually committing 
genocide but handed down emer-
gency orders while it considers the 
wider accusation — a process that is 
likely to take years. “Third States are 
now on notice of the existence of a 
serious risk of genocide against the 
Palestinian people in Gaza,” the min-
istry of foreign affairs said.

New Delhi (Agencies): India is gear-
ing up to export BrahMos – a long-
range supersonic missile jointly devel-
oped with Russia – to the Philippines, 
a top government official disclosed 
on Thursday. The move comes amid 
New Delhi’s push to boost domestic 
arms production and increase ex-
ports to other nations.  The $375 mil-
lion deal, signed in January 2022, will 
involve sending missiles to the coun-
try shortly, Samir Kamat, the chief 
of the Defense Research and Devel-
opment Organization (DRDO), told 
news outlet ANI. “[The BrahMos’] 
ground systems should be sent very 
soon, in the next ten days,” he said, 
suggesting that the rest of the compo-
nents would be transported in March. 
Kamat added that BrahMos missiles 
are “getting a lot of interest” from 
potential buyers. According to media 
reports, Thailand, Vietnam, and In-
donesia have also expressed interest 
in acquiring the missiles. The DRDO 
chief also mentioned that foreign 
countries have indicated they would 
like to purchase other India-made de-
fense hardware, including ‘Akash’, a 
missile system that can target aircraft 
up to 45km (27 miles) away. “I am 
sure over the coming years, exports 
are going to become a very import-
ant part of our portfolio,” he added. 
The BrahMos is a joint collaboration 
between New Delhi and Moscow that 

began in the late 1990s. The powerful 
long-range supersonic cruise missile 
system can be launched from subma-
rines, ships, and aircraft or from land. 
The missiles originally had a range of 
290 kilometers (180 miles), which was 
subsequently extended to between 
450 and 500 kilometers through up-
grades. The BrahMos is widely used 
by the Indian Navy. Warships cur-
rently patrolling the Arabian Sea 
and the Gulf of Aden amid tensions 
in the Red Sea, where Houthi rebels 
are attacking the passing merchant 
vessels, are believed to be equipped 
with these missiles. BrahMos will 
also form the crux of India’s planned 
Integrated Rocket Force (IRF), aimed 
at non-contact conventional warfare 
to counter China’s rapidly expanding 
missile and nuclear forces. On Fri-
day, India’s Uttar Pradesh state will 
display the BrahMos as a part of its 
tableau at the Republic Day parade in 
New Delhi, as a new manufacturing 
unit for production of these missiles is 
under construction in the state’s cap-
ital, Lucknow.

UN Court orders Israel 
to ‘prevent genocide’

More than one in four (28%) Amer-
icans between the ages of 18 and 25, 
known as Generation Z, identified as 
LGBTQ in a survey published earlier 
this week by the Public Religion Re-
search Institute (PRRI). The figure 
was the largest percentage record-
ed for any generation by the pollster, 
which conducted its research during 
August and September on a sample of 
over 6,600 people. Nearly half of the 
non-heterosexual Gen Zers said they 
were bisexual, amounting to 15% of 
all Gen Z adults. Gays and lesbians 
(5% of total) were outnumbered by 
“other” (8%). Generation Z was far 
more likely to identify as something 
other than straight than previous gen-
erations. Among millennials, 16% said 
they were some form of LGBTQ, with 
gays and lesbians nearly as common 
as bisexuals (5% vs 7%). Among Gen-
eration X, gays and lesbians actually 
outnumbered bisexuals (3% vs 2%) 
among the 7% of the total age group 
who said they weren’t heterosexual.

Covid-19 has lost its pandemic potential 
in the years since it was flagged by the 
World Health Organization, Russia’s for-
mer chief health inspector Gennady On-
ishchenko has said. Onishchenko’s state-
ment comes after the Russian consumer 
rights and wellbeing watchdog Rospo-
trebnadzor stated earlier this month 
that the peak of Covid-19 infections had 
passed in Russia and that new mass vac-
cination campaigns were no longer nec-
essary. It was noted, however, that people 
should nevertheless remain vigilant, as 
coronavirus cases still grow seasonally. In 
an interview with RIA Novosti published 
on Thursday, Onishschenko, who is cur-
rently the deputy president of the Russian 
Academy of Education, acknowledged 
that over the years of the pandemic, up 
until the announcement of its conclusion 
by the WHO, the coronavirus had mutat-
ed and caused several serious waves of 
infections, including fatal ones. 

Electric vehicles (EVs) will never 
dominate the market and consumers 
should not be forced to buy them, 
Toyota Chairman Akio Toyoda stat-
ed in comments published on the 
company’s website on Tuesday. 
Battery-powered vehicles will only 
ever reach 30% of the global market, 
while the rest will comprise hybrids, 
hydrogen fuel-cell, and fuel-burning 
cars, according to the head of the 
Japanese carmaker.   Toyoda believes 
that EVs should not be developed 
to the exclusion of other technolo-
gies at a time when a billion people 
worldwide still live without electric-
ity, while battery-powered EVs are 
expensive and need charging infra-
structure.    Speaking at a business 
event earlier this month, Toyoda, 
whose grandfather founded Toy-
ota in Japan in 1937, called for a 
“multi-pathway approach.” He add-
ed that the shift towards EVs will not 
happen as quickly as many think and 
that “customers – not regulations or 
politics – should make that decision,” 
referring to the net-zero emission 
targets many Western governments 
are pushing for. 

A federal judge in Brazil has ordered 
mining giants BHP, Vale and their Sa-
marco iron ore joint venture to pay 
47.6bn reais ($9.67bn) in damages 
over a deadly dam burst in 2015. The 
collapse of the Fundão dam in the 
south-east of the country caused a 
giant mudslide that killed 19 people. 
It also severely polluted the Rio Doce 
river, compromising the waterway to 
its outlet in the Atlantic Ocean. It was 
not immediately clear how much each 
company is required to pay. Judge 
Vinicius Cobucci said the companies 
were liable for “moral damages”, or 
non-material harm, such as emotion-
al distress suffered by those affected 
by the incident. He added that the 
money, which will be adjusted for in-
flation since 2015, will be put into a 
state fund and used for projects and 
initiatives in the area impacted by 
the dam collapse. The ruling came in 

response to a civil action brought by 
state and federal public prosecutors. 
Vale told the BBC that it had not yet 
been informed about the ruling. The 
company also said that as of Decem-
ber last year, the Renova Foundation, 
which the firms have been using to 
make compensation payments, has 
so far paid out 34.7bn reais. BHP did 
not immediately respond to requests 
for comment from the BBC. Samar-
co declined to comment. The ruling 
allows for the companies to appeal 
the decision. Samarco is a 50-50 joint 
venture between Australian mining 
group BHP and Brazil’s Vale. The 
disaster in Minas Gerais state, which 
also displaced 700 people, is consid-
ered to be one of the country’s worst 
environmental disasters. When the 
dam burst, it unleashed a deluge of 
thick, red toxic mud that wiped out 
the village of Bento Rodrigues.

The ICJ also demanded that hu-
manitarian assistance be allowed 
into Gaza.
The International Court of Justice 
(ICJ) issued its first ruling on South 
Africa’s case against Israel on Friday, 
ordering the Jewish state to take all 
necessary actions to prevent geno-
cide in Gaza. The court did not, how-
ever, order Israel to cease its military 
operation against Hamas. A panel 
of 17 judges agreed that the court, 
based in The Hague, has jurisdic-
tion to hear South Africa’s case, and 
passed seven “emergency measures” 
requested by Pretoria. In addition to 
demanding that Israel refrain from 
committing genocide, the judges 
ordered the Jewish state to punish 
members of its military who commit 
genocidal acts, as well as officials 
who publicly call for the genocide 
of the Palestinians. Israel must also 
preserve evidence of any genocidal 
acts already committed, the ruling 
stated. The judges also ruled that 
Israel “shall take immediate and ef-
fective measures to address adverse 
conditions to life in the Gaza Strip.” 
West Jerusalem was further ordered 
to report back to the court in a month 
with an update on what it is doing to 
comply with these measures. The 
ruling falls short of South Africa’s 
full list of demands, which included a 
measure ordering Israel to “immedi-
ately suspend its military operations 
in and against Gaza.” However, it 
also comes as a blow to Israel, which 
demanded that the court throw out 
the entire case, describing it as “spu-
rious and specious.” While the ICJ’s 
rulings are final and legally bind-
ing, the court lacks any method of 
enforcing them. Nevertheless, the 
Palestinian Foreign Ministry hailed 
Friday’s verdict as an “important 
reminder” that no state is above the 
law. South African Foreign Minister 
Naledi Pandor said on Friday that 
her country’s aim was “to highlight 
the plight of the innocent in Pales-
tine” and “draw attention to the lack 
of justice and freedom.” Regardless 
of how the case plays out, Pandor 
told Ubuntu Radio that Pretoria has 
already achieved these goals.

First Boeing 737 Max 9 with passengers flies after three-week 
grounding, Alaska Airlines COO sits next to door plug

Boeing’s 737 Max 9 model returned to 
service Friday afternoon when Alaska 
Airlines flight 1146 departed Seattle 
at approximately 3:51pm local time 
(6:51pm ET) bound for San Diego. It 
is the first revenue flight for this mod-
el since the Federal Aviation Admin-
istration grounded the Boeing jets 
three weeks ago following a door plug 
blowout on Alaska Airlines flight 1282. 
Alaska Airlines COO Constance von 
Muehlen took the flight and sat in the 
seat next to the door plug, telling CNN 
she has full confidence in the aircraft. 
Sarah Edgbert was not aware that the 
flight she was taking was on a 737 Max 

9 plane until she got to her gate and saw 
news crews. She said she felt anxious at 
first. “But then realizing it’s probably the 
safest plane out there right now, it’s been 
through lots of tests since then,” Edgbert 
said. “I am not going to stop doing what 
I do,” Kent, who did not want to give 
his last name, said. “I am not going to 

change my habits for it, and I am going 
to be hoping that something bad doesn’t 
happen.” Doug Bowman didn’t know 
that he’d be boarding a Max 9 plane 
until he was informed by CNN, but said 
he had “important things, engagements 
to get back to” in San Diego. The flight 
left with a delay because the plane itself 
— tail number N929AK — was late ar-
riving in Seattle. It is expected to land in 
San Diego around 9pm ET. Alaska and 
United Airlines — the two US carriers 
operating this version of Boeing’s latest 
737 generation — have been canceling 
hundreds of flights daily since the Max 
9 was grounded.
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
